Australia. Our Excalibur Tennis Posts are designed for durability and performance.

This manual provides detailed information on the installation, maintenance, usage, and warranty details of
the TRW75 Tennis Posts supplied by Play Hard Sports Equipment Australia.
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Product Details:
TRW?75 Ratchet Winder Tennis Posts, designed and manufactured by Play Hard Sports Equipment in
Australia using Structural Grade Galvanised Steel, are premium-quality net posts intended for performance,
and ease of use in various environments, including corrosive coastal areas. It features a quick-release
ratchet mechanism.

All our product footings have been engineered to be suitable for site soil classification as Class ‘A”, ‘S’ &
‘M’ per AS2870. Site-specific footing and slab engineering must be done for other Soil Classes. We also
offer site-specific engineering drawings if required for an additional charge.
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Safety Information for the Installer:
Important Safety Information

Read the Manual: Ensure you read this manual in full before beginning assembly or installation.
Supervision: Children should be supervised around the tower location during and after
installation.

Wear Safety Gear: Always wear appropriate safety gear during assembly and installation.
Avoid Electrical Hazards: Keep electrical tools away from the goalposts and ensure the work
area is dry.

Assembly Precautions

Check Parts: Verify all parts are present and undamaged before starting assembly. Some parts
are preassembled, and the handle is packed inside the post.
Level Ground: Assemble on a flat surface to avoid instability.

Site Specific Precautions:

Before commencing any groundwork, please survey the ground/field for underground electrical,
water, or sewage lines.

It is advised that the soil is tested to know its strength. All our towers have been structurally
designed to suit ‘A’, ‘S” & ‘M’ Soils per AS2870. The contractors/installers must notify Play Hard
Sports Equipment of any changes to the site specification. All other soil sites would require site-
specific footing and slab engineering design.

The concrete must be of a minimum 20 MPA, with a slump of 80 — 100 mm, and a maximum
aggregate of size 20mm.

Let the concrete set for at least 4 days before commencing further work.

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Note: The Ratchet Winder Mechanism comes pre-installed inside the Winder Post.

Installation Instructions:
1A. Site Preparation:

Before commencing any groundwork, please survey the ground/field for any
underground electrical line, water line and sewage line.

It is advised that the soil is tested to know its strength. All our towers have been
structurally designed to suit ‘A’, ‘S’ & ‘M’ Soils per AS2870. The contractors/installers
must notify Play Hard Sports Equipment of any changes to the site specification. All
other soil sites would require site-specific footing and slab engineering design.

1B. Post Installation:
A. EP75 Sleeve & EL75 Cap:

Bore Drill 2 x 450 mm Diameter and 600 mm Deep Holes.

Install the ground sleeves into the hole and keep them levelled and centred to the
hole.

Please refer to Figures 2,3 & 4 for further details. The ground sleeves must be
installed in a specific orientation as shown in Figure 5 and it is the
Installer/Contractor's responsibility to ensure that.

Pour the concrete into the hole. (Prevent any concrete from getting inside the
ground sleeve).

Ensure the sleeve is fixed while pouring the concrete into the hole.

The concrete must be of a minimum 20 MPA, with a slump of 80 — 100 mm, and a
maximum aggregate of size 20mm.

While the concrete mix is still fresh, use spirit level to check that the ground sleeve
is level in all axes.

Let the concrete set for at least 4 days before commencing further work.

2. Net Installation:
1. Once the concrete is set and the court surface has been layered, install the post
into the ground sleeves with the wave rails in the posts facing each other.
o The non-winder post has an external hook whereas the winder post has a

ratchet winder.

o Lay the net across the centre of the courts. The net has eyelets at both

ends.

Hook the one end of the net cable to the external post hook.
Pass the cable over the groove in the non-winder post cap.
Grab the strap of the ratchet winder, place it over the post cap and hook it to the

net cable using the S-hook and the cable’s eyelet.
Tension the cable by using the ratchet winder handle.

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Maintenance:
All our towers are designed to require a minimal level of maintenance. However, it is advisable
to do:
e Regular Inspections: Check for any signs of wear or damage. Tighten bolts on the winder
mechanism and replace nets or padding as needed.

e Cleaning: Clean the posts with a damp cloth to remove dirt. Avoid harsh chemicals that
could damage the paint. If the poles have been scratched over the intended period of use,
lightly scuff the area and apply 2 coats of black gloss paint (spray painted) or your choice
of color.

o Weather Protection: Consider using protective covers during extreme weather to extend
the lifespan of the equipment.

Safety Guidelines (Usage)
The owner of this equipment is responsible for ensuring all players are aware of these conditions
for the safe use and operation of the equipment.
1. Padding (If in Use):
o Ensure padding is securely attached to reduce injury risk.

2. Supervision:
e Supervise play, especially with younger players, to ensure safety.
o Prevent players from hanging from the ring or climbing up the posts to prevent
serious injury.

3. During visual inspection, if the bolts are loosened or the post or footing is damaged, the
tennis system should not be used until they have been repaired.

4. Securely store the winder handle when not in use.
